We are regularly visited by, or get queries from persons from all over the country, wanting to research
their roots and their family history in Adair County. By adding your family story, you can help answer
future questions and document your life in this area.

Newer families: we know that there are many persons and families, living in this community, who moved
here in recent years; often for employment, and others by marriage, to live in Adair County. Their family
stories are an important parts of area history as we look into the future.

If you or your family falls into the “newer families” category, we invite you to help us build a folder for
your family. Below are some guidelines:

Your name, your spouse’s name, if married,

when you came here,

where you came from,

why you came here, for example, a job, to attended college, to teach: you may have married
someone from here, or you may have returned to Adair County to retire after being gone for many
years.
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Tell us your family story in a narrative form. Include full names of you and your family, dates of birth
(precise or more general, as you are comfortable, something about your family of origin and your
parents. Build a narrative of how, when, where, and why you came here. If some of your family once had
roots in Adair County, include that. If you have photographs, add those too, or we scan them into a
document to go with your records. We have a public computer and a scanner that does photos,
documents, slides, and negatives.
